1) Election of Officers

The following were elected by the Board as Officers:

It was determined that members could send a proxy in their place by notifying the President via email.  A motion was entered that members could vote via email, and was approved by the Board.

2) Financials-

Financials were presented by Rick Joudrey and approved by the board. A campaign to go door to door to recruit new members was discussed.  

3) Mini- Grant from Hillsborough County

Based on a suggestion from Oliva Mead, it was agreed that an application would be submitted for a “Neighbors for Neighbors” Grant.  The project would include a job fair and networking event to promote the skills, businesses and resources of those living in the Wilson Lakes neighborhood.  The application must be submitted by August 13, 2010 and will be completed by Richard Champagne, Chris McVety, Mike Coffey and Olivia Mead.

4) Big Lake Drainage 

Rick Joudrey has been working with the FDOT to install a baffle plate on the 36”  pipe behind the dance studio.  Rick will submit a design to SW Florida Water Management and keep members informed of the status and provide a timeline.  Big Lake drainage remains a concern and it is apparent the County is not offering assistance.  It was agreed that Rick, Mike, and other members of the Board will do a site inspection and discuss potential solutions.
5) Water Quality

Milton Polk will research grants to help improve our water quality.  Permission has been given by Mr. Ward to remove invasive plants on the vacant lot fronting Little Lake Wilson, however, this would be counterproductive unless native vegetation is replanted, and a commitment is given to maintain the shoreline. Milton Polk will submit an estimate on restoring the shoreline and a vote will be taken at the next meeting to determine if funding should come from WLNA in the event a grant is not available.

After discussion regarding the floating barrier erected in the canal, Milton has agreed to revise the barrier to allow for easier removal of collected trash.  Buckets will be placed near the area to collect the trash removed, and a report given to LakeWatch.  Shawn Austin will research different solutions for this trash barrier.

6) Carp

It has been proposed that additional carp be in introduced in the big lake.  Concerns regarding migration to Little Lake Wilson will need to be addressed.  Mike Coffey agreed to contact Fish and Game for an inspection and permitting.  

7) Communications

To improve communications in the Wilson Lakes neighborhood, emails will be sent to residents with updates related to their community.  Rick Joudrey will provide a list of residents, and Board members will be assigned to request email addresses from these residents.  These email addresses must remain confidential and used strictly for WLNA communications.

8) Melaleuca removal

Rick Joudrey will provide information regarding the criteria for removal and proper timeframe for removal.  

9) Group Home Lawn maintenance

The property owners were called and asked to ensure that the yard was properly maintained. They will need to be informed that trash and lawn debris must not be thrown over the fence into the canal and must be disposed of properly.
10) Website

It was agreed that the website needs to be modernized and updated.  Bob Briesacher will communicate updates with Bob Donaghy.  Milton Polk will resend the data on water quality to Mike to be posted.

Mike Penninger and Fred Keating will provide updated photos and articles. 

11) Remove old boat from Canal

The owner has given permission to remove the old boat from the canal, and Bob Breisacher will determine the best method for removal and disposal.

12) Scheduled Events

The holiday party is proposed for December 11, 2010.  Michael Penninger, Richard Champagne and Fred Keating will lead the planning committee.

A spring event and community cleanup will also be held in conjunction with Earth Day on April 22, 2011.  Jenny Taylor and Karen Derbes will coordinate the event and research possible grants for the neighborhood cleanup.  Mike agreed to contact Cheryl Ayres for a copy of the grant she wrote for the last cleanup.
New Business

A) Jim Ward will contact Peter Geraci regarding vacant land he has for sale.  It has been proposed that the land be purchased for use as common area for WLNA.

B) The addition of neighborhood signs was discussed.  Coralee Gross had previously given permission for a welcome sign to be placed in her yard on Geraci Road. It was also mentioned that the sign could include a neighborhood watch notice. Jenny Taylor will research the Neighborhood Crime Watch programs to determine if WLNA would be eligible.

C) Property owners on Lake Wilson will need to be educated about the damaging effects of “Barging” (wake surfing).  This practice is eroding seawalls and damaging the lake bottom.  Rick Joudrey will try to secure aerial photos over the last 20 years to show this effect.  Bob Briesacher will research best practices for minimizing wakes to preserve shorelines.
