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Thursday August 26, 2010

Attendees:  Mike Coffey (President), Bob Briesacher (Vice-President), Rick Joudrey (Treasurer), Karen Derbes (Secretary), Jennie Taylor, Fred Keating, Shawn Austin, Olivia Mead, Michael Penninger (Alternate), Tom Mead, Art Taylor.

Meeting was called to order at 7:04.  Prior meeting minutes were approved.

1) Treasurers Report 

a) Mike Coffey will email a list of current residents along with email addresses to Board members.  Board members will try to speak to neighbors who have not yet joined the Association.
b) It was suggested that the WLNA website publish a list of all current paid members.  The Board approved the publication of member names only.
2) New Business

Bob Briesacher presented to the Board that several residents have asked if the Board would allow keys to the boat ramp.  It was determined that the Association has no jurisdiction over access to the ramp, and it is solely a decision for big lake residents.

3) “Barging” on Big Lake

Bob Briesacher presented various studies that conclude that wake boarding is not a leading cause of erosion of the lakeshore.  Due to the current high water levels on the big lake, an email will be sent asking neighbors to limit use of boats causing high wakes to prevent further erosion of the shoreline and damage to neighbors properties.  At this time there are numerous docks under water or in danger of being under water.  
4) Dale Mabry Baffle Plate

Rick Joudrey has been working with the FDOT to install a baffle plate on the 36” pipe behind the dance studio.  A motion was submitted to budget $1000-1500 for engineering cost associated with permitting for the baffle.  The Board will vote on these costs once Rick presents assurances from FDOT and SW Florida Water Mgmt that they will install and maintain the baffle.

5) Carp 

Mike Coffey will continue to try to contact Fish and Game for an inspection and permitting to introduce carp in the big lake. Concerns regarding migration to Little Lake Wilson will need to be addressed.  

6) Melaleuca removal 

Based on information submitted by Rick Joudrey, it was tentatively decided that a task force would remove Melaleuca trees in January.  Rick advised that mid-winter and mid-summer are considered ideal times for removal.    

7) Website 

It was agreed that the website needs to be modernized and updated.  Shawn Austin will communicate with Bob Donaghy to determine if he is still willing to update and/or revamp the website.  Mike Penninger will research “Out of the Box” websites.
8) Remove old boat from Canal 

The owner has given permission to remove the old boat from the canal, and Bob Breisacher will determine the best method for removal and disposal.  Fred Keating agreed to contact the owner to see if the boat will float, or if a tow truck will need to pick it up from the back yard.  The owner has agreed to pay for the removal.
9) Scheduled Events

a) Olivia Mead will assist Mike Penninger, Fred Keating and Richard Champagne with the planning for the proposed December 11th Holiday Party.

b) Jennie Taylor and Karen Derbes will research a neighborhood cleanup grant to use in conjunction with a Spring Cleanup / Earth Day event.  Tom Mead will forward the grant information he wrote for the last cleanup.  
10) Pursuit of Geraci vacant land 

Jim Ward will contact Peter Geraci regarding vacant land he has for sale.  It has been proposed that the land be purchased for use as common area for WLNA.

11) Neighborhood sign/Crimewatch 

Jennie determined that a “majority” of residents must sign up for the Crime Watch program.  Residents who do sign up must attend an annual meeting.  Jennie will submit pertinent information for Mike Coffey to distribute to residents to alert them that Board Members will be going door to door for their signatures.  

It was also decided that as Members are contacting residents, they would verify and/or collect email addresses and phone numbers.
